This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our children’s music education. 
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Part A: Curriculum music
Shawfield Primary School follow Charanga’s English Model Music Curriculum. It is aligned with the National Curriculum for Music and the non-statutory guidance of the Model Music Curriculum (March 2021). 
Our scheme enables children and teachers to follow clearly sequenced units week by week. A spiral approach to learning means that children revisit, build, and extend their knowledge and skills incrementally. In this manner, their learning is conciliated and augmented, increasing their musical confidence and enabling them to go further. 
Songs are at the heart of each lesson, with children undertaking listening, singing, performing, composing, and improvising exercises. Each year, children learn to play a new instrument, reading notation and performing in front of a range of audiences. 
[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Shawfield continues to work with Surrey Arts and the Surrey Music Hub, enabling partnership working across a number of local schools. 
Part B: Co-curricular music
In KS2, children have the opportunity to join the school choir. This allows children to develop a love and passion for singing, culminating in joining 7000 children from schools. and colleges across the country who perform as part of Young Voices at the O2 in London. 
Part C: Musical experiences
Shawfield Primary School is a Sing-up School! Singing is at the heart of our curriculum. Children undertake daily singing as part of our assembly. Songs and tracks from ‘Sparkyard’ are shared and learnt so that throughout the year, children are exposed to tracks and music from a range of cultures.

At Christmas, all EYFS and KS1 children perform as part of the school’s nativity. In KS2, children visit St Peter’s Church, take part in a Christmas Carol concert – performing for friends and families. In the Summer term, children from Year 5 and 6 perform at the Farnham Maltings. This is part of a wider dramatization where children perform on a theatre stage
In the future
The school continues to ensure its music curriculum is of high quality and is looking to extend its pathetic offer for children and families, with the support of Surrey Arts. 
Further information
The Department for Education publishes a guide for parents and young people on how they can get involved in music in and out of school, and where they can go to for support beyond the school.
